Included FREE with a 
lift ticket, your first two-hour lesson will take you through the basics of turning and 
stopping.  
 
Ask for a Discover ticket at the ticket window - includes a two-hour lesson (10am) 
and use of seven beginner lifts. The school is halfway up Bourke Street on the left 
side of the Blue Bullet Chairlift.

Please see below for a list of the stores at Mount Buller that provide ski/snowboard 
hire. Skis, poles, boots, snowboards, wrist guards, parkas and pants all available for 
hire. Prices vary according to your needs. Generally speaking a full ski set (skis, 
poles and boots) or snowboard set will set you back around $43-48. Parkas and 
pants incur extra costs. Approximately $10 cheaper for children who under 140cm 
height.

Car:  3-hour drive from Melbourne via the Hume Highway or Maroondah Highway.  
Upon arrival you will be required to stop at a car park located approximately 1.5km 
below the Mt Buller Village centre. At this point, you will be met by an attendant 
who will guide you to a parking spot and from here you jump on a free shuttle bus 
(for day visitors) that will take you up into the Village centre.

Resort Entry Prices 
 
Car $36  
 
People mover (6-8 passengers) $65 
 
Coaches - included in your coach fee 
 
 
The cheapest day trip packages (ski equipment, transport, resort entry etc) are 
offered by Evergreen tours if you wish to take the hassle out of organising 
everything yourself. Although you will be paying more as opposed to organising 
everything yourself as transport by coach appears to be the major contributor to 
overall costs.

Based on the above information provided you can conclude that the cheapest 

arrangement is to car pool, hire your ski equipment (if you don't already have your 



 

own set) at Mt Buller and RSVP to DSRV by 16th August to secure a discounted lift 
pass. 
 
 
Example 1: 
 
Car pool with four passengers: you share the car resort entry price of $36 between 
the four - $9 each 
Ski/Snowboard hire: approximately $43-$48 
Lift pass discount: $97 
 
Total: $149
